1836: 	W.P. Wilson born in SC [1880 Census, San Jacinto, Co, TX].  Tennessee [funeral record of Henrietta Murrah, Gibson Funeral Home, Lufkin,, TX]





1840:	Texas census shows no Wilsons in Montgomery County.





1846:	No Wilsons in Walker County in Republic of Texas poll lists.





1850:	Walker Co., Texas census.

No Wilsons in  Walker County with a child named William or Pinkney.  No Deans in Walker County with a child named Louisa or Lydia.





185?: 	Affiant J. N. Parker of Trinity, Trinity Co., TX, in Louisa Wilson’s Confederate Widow’s Pension application says he knew both W. P. Wilson and Louisa Dean since the “early fifties” in Walker Co. before they were married.  Knew him as “Pink Wilson.”  Parker says he served with W. P. in the same company.  Says Louisa’s maiden name was Dean.





1858:  	Louisa Dean and William Pinkney Wilson were married in 1858 in Walker County.





1859:  	Pinkey Wilson of Walker Co. bought land in Walker and Polk Cos. From Theophelus Josey.  Witnessed by James E. Wilson.

Comment: This family is listed next door to James E. Wilson at Newport.  These are probably W. P. and Louisa.  If Lydia L. is Louisa, then she or a close relative must have been the census informant since she is more likely to have reported her first name.  This is the only evidence that her name may have been Lydia.  There errors in W. P’s name, age and birthplace may have been due to ignorance.





1860: 	The only Deans in Walker County in 1860 were  James Dean, age 65 of NC, and wife Sarah, age 65 of NC, living four houses away from Pinkney C. and Lydia L. Wilson.  They appear to have a grown son Fulton, age 25 of AL, and his wife and infant son living in the household.  Louisa was born in AL.  Pinkney and Louisa’s eldest son was named James and eldest daughter Sarah.  The 1910 census shows Louisa’s parents as being born in SC.





1862: 	W. P. Wilson, age 26, Pvt. Joined Co. D, 5th Regiment, Texas Volunteer Infantry, commanded by Capt. R. M. Powell,  as a private, 20 March 1862 at Huntsville and paid bounty of $50.  Served in Hood’s Brigade until Spring, 1865.





1867: 	Henrietta Wilson born on 12-17-1867 in Walker Co., TX  [funeral record Gibson Funeral Home, Lufkin, TX]

1872:  	W. P. Wilson bought land in San Jacinto Co. from Russell Roark.





1878:  	W. P. and Louisa Wilson sold land in San Jacinto Co. to N. A. Mize.





1880:  	W. P and Louisa lived in San Jacinto Co. next door to David Murrah.  San Jacinto Co. was formed in 1870 from Walker and Polk Cos.





1883:  	W. P. and Louisa Wilson sold land in San Jacinto Co. to W. J. Clark.





1894:  	W. P. Wilson died on October 20, 1894, reportedly at “Old Honey” in Montgomery County.





1901:  	Louisa Wilson of  Trevat, Trinity Co, TX was granted a Confederate Widow’s Pension Applied 12 Feb 1901 at Groveton, TX, approved 22 Mar 1901.  Witnessed by S. C. Bennett and J. W. Pruitt  Affadavit made by J. N. Parker of Trinity, Trinity Co., TX.  [Texas Confederat Pension Applicaiton]





1910:  	Louisa Wilson, a widow, lived in Angelina Co., TX.  It shows her parents were born in SC.








Theory: W. P. Wilson did not come to Texas until after 1850 because there are no Wilsons in Walker Co. in 1850 with a William or a Pinkney in the family.  James E. Wilson is probably Pinkney’s brother since he witnessed a deed for him.  If James Wilson of Walker Co. are his and James’ father,  perhaps Pinkney and James remained in Alabama (?)  for a time before joining their father in Texas.  The argument against James being Pinkney’s and James E.’s father is that they were both born in SC, while James was reported to have been born in Georgia.





	Louisa Dean probably also came to Texas after 1850 since there are not Deans in Walker Co. with a Lousia or Lydia in the family.  If she is related to James and Sarah Dean, she is likely their granddaughter.  Since there are no Deans in Walker County would are the right age to be her parents, perhaps her parents died in Alabama, and she came to Texas alone to live with her grandparents.
